Puppy and Adult Dog Program

Required vaccine to be seen at Angels Camp
Veterinary Hospital, Inc.: Rabies

We recommend that all dogs be vaccinated
against:

e Distemper, Hepatitis, Leptospirosis, Parvovirus,
Parainfluenza (DHPP/DHLPP)

e Bordetella (Kennel Cough)

e Flu

Other vaccines available for dogs in high-risk areas:

e Lyme’'s Disease
e Rafttlesnake Venom

*Certain breeds may require an additional
Parvovirus vaccine as recommended by our
doctors. (Rottweilers, Dobermans, Efc.)

e Panleukopenia, Calicivirus, Rhinotracheitis

virus (FVRCP)
o Affords distemper and viral cold
protection

e Feline Leukemia Vaccine
e Feline Leukemia/Feline Immunodeficiency
Virus (FELV/FIV) Testing
o Recommended no sooner than 12
weeks of age

*We recommended testing be done prior to
vaccination; upon a negative test result, the FELV
Vaccine is recommended.
